This provides a summary graphic analysis of US military strength relative 
to that of other global military powers with special attention to US strength 
relative to Russia and Europe. It includes military spending, military 
personnel, conventional forces, and nuclear forces.

III. Trends in US Defense Spending, Procurement, and Readiness: The 
Widening Strategy-Funding Gap 
This report analyzes US defense spending and spending plans through 
the year FY2003. It indicates there is serious underfunding of procurement 
and readiness, and that the US is not investing enough to maintain its 
current forces, fund its planned force levels, or sustain the "revolution in
